Introduction:

Mr. Woods invited introductions of team members

Pam Swiatek is serving as the Acting, Chief of the Travel Management Division, and all inquiries regarding the contract should be routed through her as point of contact.  Jim introduced Tammy Watson from the Department of Veterans Affairs, who joined TMD on Monday, April 25, 2005, for a 120-day detail.  

Contract Status:

Office of the Secretary (OSEC) plans to meet with EDS in order to negotiate the timeframes under the contract for implementation and the CAMS interface.  EDS will provide their proposal next Friday, May 6.

Prior Meeting’s Action Items:

Workgroup Charters – NOAA has taken the lead on the policy workgroup.  Charters are still being drafted.

End-to-End Sandbox (Demo Site)- Requests are being submitted to OAS via email from the Bureaus identifying the number of users they would like to be able to access the full TAVS system.  Dana Gray (EDS) is working on obtaining information in regard to pricing for the minimum number of users.

Fed Trip OBE:

Thus far two options are available, SATO’s OBE or EDS’ OBE.

Data Fields: A separate meeting will be scheduled with EDS (Dana Gray) and the Implementation workgroup to further discuss data fields.  Specific fields needing clarification include SSN/ID Code, Organization Code, etc.   

Integration Meeting:

Karen McBride (OFM) will schedule a meeting to discuss milestones and plans on having a date set by next week.

Open Discussion:

Terms of the EDS contract included numbers based on historical travel information and predicted travelers, not all DOC employees.  The original plans were to upload frequent travelers, preparers, and approving officials.  OSEC plans to find out if there will be any additional costs if number of travelers exceeds what was originally submitted in the terms of contract. 

The requirement for infrequent travelers to be accommodated in emergency situations, such as COOP, was discussed.  Census and ITA suggested that all travelers be uploaded to avoid inconvenience in the event of emergency travel situations.  The system can accommodate a very large number of travelers.

Census noted that they plan on reactivating thousands of travel cards for the decennial.  Decisions were made to have the Business Rules/Policy Workgroup discuss any issues pertaining to travel cards.

Implementation Readiness Review:

EDS presented the FedTraveler Implementation Readiness Guide and answered questions.  An implementation specialist will work with each bureau individually to develop the necessary data during the implementation process.
