His many awards include receiving the President’s Award by the National Association of Black Journalists for his work in multiple media platforms.  
The program will also feature the Georgetown University Gospel Choir directed by Leviticus Thomas and Steppers from Hamilton Middle School, Washington, DC.  At the conclusion of the event, the program participants will be available for autographs and pictures.
